From the Pastor’s Desk

Beloved in Christ,

We will have one Mass on Monday, Memorial Day, at 9:00 AM.
We will not have the evening Mass or confessions.

Please beware: | will not email you or text you and ask you to
purchase gift cards of any kind. Scammers have been making
fake email addresses and attaching my name to them asking
people for such things. When they create these fake email
addresses, they can use any name they want as the display
name attached to their fraudulent emails: Pope Francis,
Jesus Christ, mine, etc. Then they comb our bulletin, website
and all links to our website looking for email addresses of
parishioners to scam. You will notice that none of these fake
email addresses are "“@smoy.org” Feel free to call me 513-697-
3101 or Jacilyn at the office 513-697-3109 to verify if an email is
coming from me. Also, feel free to call the police to report the
fraud. What the scammers are doing is illegal. May the Lord
Jesus touch their hearts and bring them to repentance!

Our magnificent reredos, altar of repose, and crucifix are
beautiful! However, we still have some finishing work to do on
the adjacent wall that supports the structure. We also expect
the new tabernacle to be delivered later this month. Since
things seem to be slow in arriving, we asked the Archbishop to
bless the new tabernacle and crucifix on July 18th at the noon
Mass. All are welcome.

A couple of years ago, members of parish council formed a
subcommittee tasked with the design of the reredos, altar
of repose, and crucifix. Two different firms were asked to
create concepts. Robert Klopp from Trinity Church Supply had
Ferdinand Stuflesser, an artist in Ortisei, Italy, forward some
sketches. After some back and forth with revisions, we finally
settled on the one we have. We learned it had to be at least as
tall as the decorative parapets next to it, otherwise it would
look small and insignificant. Stuflesser was very thoughtful in
making sure it fit the décor of the rest of the building. At the
verytopisanempty crossremindingus of Jesus'Resurrection.
Slanting down from the cross in either side are 30 and 60
degree angles, which are also found in the metal rafters of the
church. The reredos also includes two “SMOY arches” similar
to the ones in the rafters, altar, ambo, baptistry, and other
fixtures in church. To show the importance of the reredos as
the altar of repose for the Blessed Sacrament, it is accented
in gold leaf, which reminds us of its unique purpose among
the other fixtures. Stuflesser also offered to craft an image
into the face of the altar of repose toward the bottom as a
gift to the parish. Our parish council and subcommittee chose

the Sacred Heart of Jesus for the top of the structure and the Lamb of God at the
bottom. The excellent detail gives us the opportunity to become familiar with the
meaning of the detail in each image depicted.

Parish Financial Update:

In May of 2020, St. Margaret of York re-financed the loan that was originally held
with the Archdiocese of Cincinnati until August 2012, then re-financed with the
national Knights of Columbus organization. In January of 2005, after the new
church was constructed and the school building modifications were complete, the
parish debt was $7,262,205.40. When the debt was financed in 2012, the balance was
$5,480,211.00. This past May we re-financed $3,140,701.00. As of the end of April,
our debt balance is $2,792,965.13. The current projected payoff date is August 2028.
The original payoff date in 2012 was August of 2032. With the help of the "Close the
Gap" program, our parishioners have continued to support this program allowing us
to move towards a debt-free campus!

Checker Board Pattern Seating

The ropes were removed from the sections on the eastern half of the church
(opposite the musicians) on Pentecost. We will use the “Checkerboard pattern,”
one of the ways the Archdiocese offered for creatively maximizing seating capacity,
while at the same time maintaining six feet between families. People in the same
pew would maintain six feet between families. Those in the next pew, whether
directly in front or behind would sit in front of or behind the gap, not directly in front
of or behind the people in the next pew, similar to the squares on a checkerboard.
