Catechetical Corner
Q&A
What is a Pilgrimage
Question: 

What is a pilgrimage? Why do people go on them? 
Answer: 

A pilgrimage is a spiritual journey to visit a holy site, such as the shrine of a saint, 
a place where the Blessed Virgin Mary has appeared, or an historic church or chap-
el. What makes a pilgrimage different from a vacation and a pilgrim distinct from 
a tourist is the spirit in which the journey is made. Pilgrimages are really a symbol 
of our spiritual journey in life, reminding us that this world is not our true home and 
that we spend our lives journeying to our homeland, which is the Kingdom of God. 

Pilgrimages — which can be as involved as a trip to Rome or the Holy Land or 
as simple as visiting the Blessed Sacrament in a local parish church — are also an 
opportunity for us to step out of the rhythms and limits of our daily lives to seek out 
connection with God in a special way, by visiting a holy place. At times, such as on 
a special feast, a jubilee, or the anniversary of the dedication of the church, special 
graces (called “indulgences”) can also be offered to pilgrims, helping to enrich our 
experience of the celebration. 

In the end, pilgrimages are an ancient act of devotion and something that each 
of us can put into practice, helping us to discover how God is present in the world 
around us, in places both near and far.

Q&A
Vocation or Calling
Question: 

Can you explain what we mean by a vocation or calling? I have heard this term 
used in many different contexts and am not sure what it means. Does it apply to 
religious life?
Answer: 

A vocation or calling refers to a spiritual experience whereby a person sens-
es within oneself the closeness of God and what he is asking in one’s life. It is a 
realization of what one’s part in God’s plan could be. Vocation comes in all kinds of 
ways. Some are as dramatic as St. Paul’s, being knocked off his horse, blinded, and 
hearing God’s voice. Others are less dramatic, often occurring over time through 
little events and personal interests. Others happen in a hurry, accompanied by 
great spiritual insight or conversion. We often think that this applies to religious 
vocation, but in fact, every Christian has a vocation, a calling to serve others in and 
through the church. Whether married or single, religious or lay, we are all called to 
live out our baptismal commitment to preach and teach the Gospel message. Each 
of us has our role to play in God’s plan, and we become coworkers with God in the 
work of redemption. With a little confidence, a willing spirit and God’s grace, we can 
and will respond to his unique call.

Everyday Stewardship
Recognize God in Your Ordinary Moments

The Daily Examen of Stewardship
“Stewardship” can get a bum rap these days. When folks 

hear the term “stewardship” from the pulpit, their eyes tend 
to kind of glaze over. “Here’s Father asking for more money,” 
they groan inwardly, “Get ready for the passing of the pledge 
cards.”

Christ refutes this idea when he gives us what he calls the 
greatest commandments — instructing us to love God and to 
love our neighbor. Now, Christ is a man who chose his words 
carefully. He meant exactly what he said — and he didn’t say 
that the greatest commandments were to tithe and to give 
money to charity. If he had wanted stewardship to be only 
about money, he would have said so.

Sometimes we are indeed called to show our love for God 
and neighbor in the form of a financial gift. But the concept of 
Everyday Stewardship — living mindfully in prayer, grateful for 
our blessings, and gracious to our neighbors, committed to 
God, and accountable to each other — is about so much more.

I propose a twist on the long-held practice of the “Daily 
Examen” — a pious devotion wherein, at day’s end, we go over 
the events of the last 24 hours and discern God’s will. A Daily 
Examen of Stewardship might contain questions like this:

How did I love God today? In whom did I love Him? 
What did God give me today? With whom did I share it? What 

did I give to Him?
To whom did I reach out today? Who reached out to me?
Where was God on my list of priorities today? First? Second? 

Third, fourth?

Can You explain a bit about what you do at SMOY?
My responsibility at the parish is first and foremost the mis-
sion we all share as followers of Christ, and that is to make dis-
ciples. With God’s grace, the way that I do that is through Adult 
Faith Formation. I am responsible for the WOW (Wisdom of the 
Word) bible studies, RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults), 
Parish Missions, and any other educational programs, events 
or speakers that come to the parish like the Marian Pilgrimage 
and Seven Saints.

There’s no way I could do this job without 
them.

Had you always planned 
on doing ministry?

I 
started my career in banking, moved to 
commercial insurance, and then “retired” 
while my children were little so I could 
be home with them. Once they were in 
school full-time, I found myself wanting 
to put my organization skills to use, so I 
did lots of volunteer work for Kings Local 
Schools and for SMOY. I volunteered as 
a PRP Catechist for 15 years and helped 
lead WOW and a host of other ministries 
at SMOY. When my husband of 33 years, 
Ted, made the decision to come into the 
Catholic Church at the 2015 Easter Vigil, 
that’s when I learned about RCIA. God’s 
timing was perfect, and when the par-
ish needed someone with these skills, I 
started working here in early 2018…but 
no, I never dreamed this is where I would 
end up.

Where are you from?
Cleveland, Ohio is where I was born, but 
I attended the University of Cincinnati 
as a freshman in 1980 and then again in 
1986 for graduate school. My husband is 
a native of Cincinnati and we met on a 
ski trip to Ski Butler in Carrollton, KY so I 
never ended up leaving here. 

Describe Your Family.
Ted and I have three children, Kris (25), 
Katie (23) and Klayton (21). Kris graduat-
ed from the University of South Carolina 
as a Chemical Engineer and currently 
lives in Houston and works for Frito-Lay. 
Katie lives in Lexington and works for a 
great little non-profit called Common 
Good and begins graduate school in the 
fall of 2022. Klayton attends my alma 
mater, UC, studies Computer Engineer-
ing and spends copious hours a week 
to help evangelize teens at Mason High 
School through Young Life.

Can You explain what SMOY has meant 
to you personally?
SMOY is family! Doesn’t that sum it all 
up? My heart is so full of love for every-
one here. Our community loves like fam-
ily; when someone suffers, we all suffer 
with them, when someone rejoices, we 
all rejoice with them. The most beautiful 
thing is the strength of our prayer as a 
community, when we are hit with per-
sonal tragedy and just can’t muster the 
words of prayer ourselves, there is al-
ways someone lifting us up in prayer. Fr. 
Bedel once said in a homily, run toward 
Christ and then look around and see who 
is running with you…those people run-
ning with me are my family at SMOY! 

What do you like to do for fun?
I’m a bit of a Catholic nerd, so I love read-
ing books on the faith and on spiritual-
ity. I have a love/hate relationship with 
gardening…. love the flowers but hate 
the weeding. Hospitality is a charism for 
me, and Ted and I enjoy having people 
over for dinner. I am part of a few small 
faith groups…the RCIA Book Club, which 
has never read a book, but has great 
faith conversations, a women’s group 
called the WWW (Wednesday Worship 
Warriors) and the Handmaids, an on-
line group of about 50 women who pray 
for each other and anyone that needs 
prayer. 

What’s your hope for SMOY?
My prayer is that God will help us to fill 
the pews to exploding because we be-
come a parish of passionate evange-
lists.

St. Charles Borromeo | Feast Day November 4
St. Charles Borromeo (1538 - 1584) is most known for living during the time of the 
Protestant Reformation and helped influence reform of the whole Church during 
the final years of the Council of Trent.

Although St. Charles Borromeo belonged to nobility, he greatly desired to serve 
the Church. In 1559, his uncle was elected Pope Pius IV. He made Charles cardi-
nal-deacon and administrator of the Archdiocese of Milan. At the time, Charles was 
a simple student, but because of his intellectual qualities, he was assigned several 
important offices connected with the Vatican. After the death of his brother, he de-
cided to become a priest and was ordained at age 25. Soon after he became bishop 
of Milan.
 
Quietly working behind the scenes, St. Charles Borromeo is credited with keeping 
the Council of Trent in session and encouraging the pope to renew the Council in 
1562, after its 10-year suspension. Afterwards, he devoted his time to serving in the 
Archdiocese of Milan.
 
Among his most important actions during his life, St. Charles Borromeo estab-
lished seminaries, colleges, and communities for the education of candidates for 
holy orders. His emphasis on Catholic learning greatly increased the preparation of 
men for the priesthood and benefited their congregations. He died at the age of 46.
